Using VHDL as the design entry in XILINX

Start a new project by using the file menu and choosing “New Project”

A window pops up.

Enter the project name – no spaces in it.

Make sure that Top Level Source is HDL.              
CHOOSE NEXT

On the next screen choose a Virtex or Spartan part and make sure the preferred language is VHDL.






CHOOSE NEXT

On the next window choose NEW SOURCE.

Another popup will appear.   CHOOSE    VHDL Module and enter a name for it (no spaces)






CHOOSE NEXT

Now a window for entering the entity interface will appear.

It will use the name you used as a file name for the entity name.

Enter the signals that are to be in the entity and their mode (IN or OUT)

For the secs OUT one choose BUS and then indicate that it is 5 as the msb and 0 as the lsb.






CHOOSE NEXT






CHOOSE FINISH

Agree to create the file.  This requires that you have the directory set correctly from early in this setup.  If not go back and start again.
You should be at a screen that shows you have a VHDL module.






CHOOSE NEXT

You now have the option to add source.  Just CHOOSE NEXT and then FINISH.

Dismiss the popup that as you about sources. 

At this point a widow will have the ENTITY in it and a corresponding architecture that is emply.

Now you can edit in that window.
